DAILYPHOTOTIPS
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There is an enormous difference between the amount of informati
presented within a photograph and the amount of content shoy
within a picture. Visual content and information are not directl
proportional.

A picture can contain a multitude of informational layers while visually displaying a sparse amount of physic
elements. At its most basic level, this is the concept@himalism in photography.

In a way, it is not necessarily the viewable content (positive space) that carries the infornatbier, it is how

the content within the photograph is presented that gets the job dofidis leads us to the concept

of positiveandnegativespace.When taking a minimalistic approach to composition, no matter the subject
matter, it becomes of paramount importance that you take into account how the empty space compliments the
positive, and vice versa.

A photograph that contains very little in terms of actual content can still convey a large amount of information
for the viewer.Going further, it could be argued that given the lack of physical distractions, your viewer is left
